At a called congregational meet-
ing on Sunday, January 29, the St 
John’s congregation voted  253-5 
to call Danielle Kosanovich as its 
Minister for Youth and Outreach. 
 
A native of Dayton, Ohio, Danielle 
comes to us from Christ the King 
Lutheran Church in Cary, where 
she has served as Director of 
Congregational Life and Out-
reach. She is a graduate of Ameri-
can University, Washington, D.C., 
with a BA degree, and a Master 
of Divinity degree from Duke Uni-
versity. Danielle is a rostered 
member of the North Carolina 
Synod as a diaconal minister. 
 
Danielle met with parents of 
youth on January 15. She is excit-
ed about the opportunities in 
serving at St John’s.  
 
“I am at a place in my ministry 
where I am more of an adminis-
trator,” Danielle notes. “I went 
into ministry to be ‘in a mess.’ 
The job description at St John’s was nebulous enough for me 
to equip and be in a mess. One of the things I’ve been im-
pressed by is that the congregation is going to move forward 
in ministry regardless of the state of the economy. St John’s 
has a fearless notion of mission and moving forward.” 
 
Says Pastor  Rhodes Woolly: “Danielle brings to St John’s 
incredible compassion, creativity, intelligence, humor, and a 
love for the church. And her experience is beyond what we 
were hoping for. It won’t take long for you to see why we’re 
so enthusiastic about the future of youth ministry at St 
John’s!”   
 

Ann Hatchett chaired Danielle’s 
call committee. She says: “When 
we read her ministry profile, we 
were immediately impressed.” 
 
The team had identified a number 
of competencies and expectations 
for the new staff member. They 
wanted someone with experience, 
who had a solid theological foun-
dation, who was an effective com-
municator, who had experience 
with preaching, and was techno-
logically savvy.   
 
“She hit the mark on every one,” 
Ann says. “She had exactly what 
we wanted.” 
 
Danielle believes that being at St 
John’s, a church that’s at the cen-
ter of the community’s life, is an 
exciting thing.  
 
“I have always seen ministry as a 

partnership,” she says. “I am partic-
ularly excited to see that partner-
ship at work in a generation that has 

the opportunity to shape the church in significant ways.” 
 
Away from the office, Danielle loves to go to movies and 
have dinner with friends.  
 
“I’m totally a coffee shop girl. I love to read,” she says. “My 
Kindle and a chai latte make me happy.” 
 
Danielle’s parents, brother and sister live in Ohio, and an-
other sister lives in Connecticut. Danielle has three nieces, 
all under the age of 2, “and they’re fabulous!” she says.  
Danielle will begin work at St John’s on March 1. Her instal-
lation is slated for March 11.

With her family present, 
Shirley was called forward by Pastors 
Rhodes Woolly and Jan Huntley and 
presented with a handsome plaque 
during the 11 am worship service.  
 
The CDC opened in 1999, Pastor 
Rhodes said, and has affected thou-
sands of families over the years. One name stands out in 
helping the center become an inspiring ministry to this com-
munity, he said.

About St. John’s Columbarium 
 

It has been the ministry of the church to baptize us when we are born and to 
bury us when we die. St. John’s provides a final resting place for its members 
through the Memorial Garden with its Columbarium. 
 

The Memorial Garden is located beside the breezeway between the main sanc-
tuary and the chapel. It has been designed with taste and dignity and is a place 
of quiet where visitors can meditate and reflect, remembering loved ones and 
friends. The Columbarium provides niches or a scatter garden in which to place 
the ashes of the faithful departed. 
 

Any member of St. John’s and their spouses or dependent children may be interred in the Memorial Garden.  A purchaser 
may, when signing a contact, select any niche not currently reserved. In the event a reserved niche is not used a refund may 
be requested. St. John’s has available a handsome urn for use during funeral and/or committal services, and each niche has a 
container to serve as a final repository for ashes. Cremation and any funeral home expenses are the responsibility of the site 
holders, and the Columbarium Committee can furnish guidance and advice about these costs. St. John’s is responsible for the 
perpetual care of the Memorial Garden and the placement of all plantings, flowers, and landscaping. 
 

St. John’s provides interment privileges in the Memorial Garden for the following costs:  Columbarium niche, $475; scattering 
of ashes, $275. Any member of the Columbarium Committee will be glad to answer any questions about the Memorial Gar-
den and Columbarium, and will assist and guide you in reserving a niche or arranging for interment of a loved one.

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After the fire

When Gary and Sally Taylor heard about the loss of Jody 
Sedberry’s home to fire in the early hours of Christmas Day, 
they knew immediately that they wanted to help. 
 
The Taylors survived a house fire on May 22, 1988. They lost 
their home and two cars, as the fire started in the garage 
when lightning struck. 
 
“People just reached out,” Sally remembers. “The kindness 
was just overwhelming. You learn what gratitude is, what 
heartfelt thanks is.” 
 
Jody, too, has learned that during the past month. 
He spent Christmas Eve with his mother, Donna Cesario, 
and her husband Larry. He planned to spend Christmas 
morning and then return to his home on Primrose Drive, 
built by Larry some 35 years ago. 

 
Instead, the family received a call early that morning to 
come to the house. It was on fire. 
 
Jody only had the clothes he wore. He hadn’t even taken a 
toothbrush with him. He threw on one of Larry’s coats. 
The house has been declared a total loss. 
 
That’s when the Taylors and other members of St. John’s 
Lutheran Church – where both families are members – 
stepped in to help. 
 
Church members had the opportunity to donate money to 
Jody to help him start over. Sally decided to contact women 
in the church and organize a “pounding” – an old Southern 
tradition in which “a pound of sugar and a pound of flour” 
and other household items were given to young couples 
just starting out. Of course, this pounding would include 
much more than pantry staples. 
 
 The corner of the Taylors’ garage soon filled up with things 
for Jody. They were pantry supplies – he loves to cook and 
was trained as a chef at Johnson & Wales. But there were 
also clothes, cookbooks, towels, sheets, blankets, glass-
ware, paintings, lamps, paper towels, napkins – many items 
Jody would need to get set up in a new place. He’s now 
renting a one-bedroom apartment in Fulton Heights while 
the family waits to settle with their insurance company.  
 
“It’s been overwhelming,” Jody says, “the amount of calls 
from friends and family. Everybody has been so helpful.” 
 
Like everyone’s home, he says, his home was special. 
 
“I was proud of it,” he notes. “It did not look like a college 
apartment.” 
 
Jody had been the recipient of the Weinhold family’s mem-
orabilia. He had the train set that his grandfather, Don 
Weinhold Sr., built. It had a stand with tracks hidden in the 
Christmas tree branches.
